Long Ago in ZNEWS
January 1976

On the front page there were articles about DOCA 
(Datsun Owners Clubs Assoc.) which talked about the 1976 
Convention that was to be held on Memorial Day Weekend. 
Also, an article about an emergency meeting that was called 
to deal with the resignation of President Mike Lawrence, 
President of ZONC. Mikes resignation was accepted and 
he was awarded a lifetime membership in ZONC. Jack 
Kane would fill the office until an election could be held. 
And finally, there was a Snow Trip article stating the trip to 
Heavenly Valley would be in February.

A full-page Annual Club Banquet flyer stated it would be 
held at the Royal Coach Inn in San Mateo.

A “Z Quiz” filled two full pages (30 questions) of very 
technical questions on the Z car.

An article by Tim Berry entitled Skidmarks talked about 
going to a track school at Sears Point Raceway (now Sonoma 
Raceway) with Bob Bondurant as the teacher and the cost 
was $55.

A ZONC Autocross Series Final Standings showed Tim 
Berry first in Prodified Men and Mary Ryan first in Prodified 
Women, and 53 members ran in the series.

An article entitled This ZEvening talked about all the 
good places to eat and dance in the bay area.

A Welcome column devoted to welcoming new members 
had 17 names.

ZONCs Bay Area Region had 537 members. (At that 
time there was also a Sacramento Region).

An Autoxin’ in NCSCC article (Northern California 
Sports Car Council, a sanctioning body that no longer exists) 
listed a brief summary of the rules for 1976.
